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Introduction / Scope and Content

These
documents were given to the Center for the Evangelical United Brethren Heritage on December 3,
1996 by The United Methodist Church General Commission on Archives and History (Accn.
996.4).

There are no restrictions on the use of the Bishop Lawrence Hoover Seager Papers.

Biographical Note

Bishop Lawrence Hoover Seager, D.D., LL.D. lived April 19, 1860 — August 30, 1937. A
graduate of Ohio Northern University (1886), North Central College (diploma 1887) and Union
Biblical Institute (Evangelical Theological Seminary, 1888), he was licensed to preach in 1888,
ordained a deacon in 1890, and became an elder in the Ohio Conference in 1893. Five years later
he was elected Presiding Elder of the Cleveland District. From 1899 until 1911, Lawrence Seager
worked for the Evangelical Herald. From 1911-1915 he served as president of North-Western
College. The Rev. Dr. Seager served as bishop in the Evangelical Church 1915-1934. In
retirement, he served as evangelist-at-large throughout the denomination.

Lawrence Seager was born in Sandusky, Ohio, to Charles and Caroline Hoover Seager. On

September 16, 1896, he married Mary Good Twigg of Columbus, Ohio. They had one child:
